The Arts

B An exhibition of works by
Indonesian and  Russian
artists called "The Equator's
Necklace" was held at the
Moscow Modern Art Muse-
um (on Petrovka) from Octo-
ber 4 to October 14. Orga-
nized by the Indonesian Fine
Arts Foundation and the Em-
bassy of Indonesia, the Min-
istry of Culture and the
Artists' Union of Russia, un-
der the auspices of the Russ-
jan Foreign Ministry, the
show was the outcome of a
two-month visit of eleven
Russian artists to Indonesia at
the end of the past year and
the display of their works first

in Jakarta and then in
Moscow. Both shows were
dedicated to the 50th an-
niversary of establishing
diplomatic relations between
our two countries.

The exhibition displayed at
the Modern Art Museum
consisted of about 100 paint-
ings and sculptures, among
which works by Indonesian
artists dominated this time.
Opening the show, Mrs. Sus-
rinah Sanyoto Sastrowar-
doyo, Chairwoman of the In-
donesian Fine Arts Founda-
tion, expressed a hope that
the works presented to the
Russian public would give
them an idea of the present-
day culture of Indonesia and
that  creative exchanges
would go on. Mikhail Shvyd-
koy, Minister of Culture of
Russia, stressed the unique
nature of the exhibition and
said that "there have been no
similar shows in Moscow for a
long time now.” The opening
ceremony was attended by
the Ambassador of Indonesia
John Ario Katili and Em-
bassy staff members.
